7:00 Waist High in the World: A Life among the Nondisabled by Nancy Mairs

On Wednesday, May 7th, we will have the Community Pot Luck dinner - please bring something for everyone to share - there will also be soup, so if you are tight for time - come and enjoy that.

Wendy will be discussing the book "Waist High in the World: A Life among the Nondisabled” by Nancy Mairs, in celebration of our almost completed [or completed!] Accessible Toilets.

'Living with a disability' is an identity many of us do not currently claim, yet most of us eventually will face barriers to participation in life because of limitations brought on by age. For some, those barriers begin at birth or in our earlier years with the onset of an illness or injury.  

Nancy Mairs begins her book, Waist High in the World with the words "I cannot begin to write this book...I don't want to think about my crippled life" and ends with the words "I choose joy." 

Come listen to a review of some of what lies in between. Mairs speaks frankly of her disease, the dramatic changes in her life, the challenges of receiving care, the physical and societal obstacles for people living with disabilities and more. Rev. Wendy will offer readings from the book.

In addition, Wendy will interview UUCM member and leader, Judy Dunlop. Judy has Multiple Sclerosis and uses an electric wheelchair and scooter for mobility. Rev. Wendy served on the UUA Accessibilities Committee for five years and currently works with special needs students and athletes.
